According to a 1999 Consumer Products Safety Commission study, U.S. hospital emergency rooms treated an estimated 205,850 playground equipment-related injuries, during the previous year. Age-specific incidence was about 29.1 injuries per 10,000 children younger than 5 years, 34.8 per 10,000 children 5–14 years, and 0.6 per 10,000 population 15 years and older.

The study also revealed that approximately 45 percent of the injuries, involving public equipment, occurred in schools; 53% of those injuries were attributable to climbers; and 60% of climber injuries occurred on various configurations of overhead “horizontal ladders.” Overall, approximately three-fourths (79 percent) of the injuries that occurred on public equipment involved falls, primarily to the surface below the equipment.

The U.S. Consumer Products Safety Commission works to reduce the risk of injuries and deaths from consumer products by developing voluntary standards with industry; issuing and enforcing mandatory standards and banning consumer products if no feasible standard would adequately protect the public; obtaining the recall of products or arranging for their repairs; conducting research on potential product hazards; and informing and educating consumers through the media, state and local governments, private organizations, and by responding to consumer inquiries.
